Reflexién de esta semana ¢ This week’s reflection...

Nos resulta dificil comprender la misericordia de Dios. Estamos limitados por nuestra propia experiencia y, a menudo, por nuestra
limitada disposicion a ser pacientes y a perdonar. Dios ama a toda la creacion y desea que cumplamos nuestra llamada,
glorificando a nuestro Sefior en todo lo que hacemos. Sin embargo, a menudo nos quedamos cortos en este gran propdsito. Nos
perdemos en la busqueda de cosas mundanas y perdemos de vista lo que realmente importa. Luego, cuando nos damos cuenta de
nuestros fallos, vacilamos, sin saber si realmente podemos ser perdonados. Las lecturas de hoy nos invitan a profundizar nuestra
confianza en la gran bondad de Dios con la seguridad de que, como hizo Jesus con Zaqueo, Dios nos espera con los brazos
abiertos cuando nos alejamos de nuestra pecaminosidad. Crezcamos en la fe en Cristo, que vino a buscar y salvar lo que estaba
perdido.

SUBIR A UN ARBOL

Zaqueo era un recaudador de impuestos y un hombre rico; es probable que hubiera amasado su riqueza cobrando mas impuestos
de los debidos. Aunque era materialmente rico, sus compatfieros judios se burlaban de €I, lo consideraban un pecador y lo aislaban
de la compaiiia de su pueblo. Sin embargo, sinti6 curiosidad por Jestis. Tanto es asi que se subid a un arbol para ver a Jesus
cuando pasaba por alli. Y desde ese punto de vista, vio claramente sus debilidades y defectos. Cuando Jesus le 1llamo, respondio,
un hombre cambiado. ;Estamos dispuestos a subirnos a un arbol para orar y reflexionar, asomarnos a nuestro corazon y a nuestra
vida, y crecer en la disposicion al cambio?

BAJA RAPIDO

“Baja pronto, porque hoy debo quedarme en tu casa”. Es probable que la llamada de Jesus a Zaqueo haya sido tan sorprendente
para éste como para los que presenciaron este encuentro. El relato del Evangelio no sélo trata del cambio de corazon de Zaqueo.
También trata del afan de Jesus por llevar a Zaqueo al redil, por mostrarle misericordia y perdéon, por “buscar y salvar lo que
estaba perdido”. Jestis también nos llama a salir de nuestra pecaminosidad. Estd dispuesto a perdonar y a quedarse con nosotros, a
estar cerca de nosotros mientras abrazamos una nueva vida como discipulos suyos. Zaqueo reclamé su pecaminosidad y nombré
lo que haria para reparar su relacion con Dios y con los demas. Esto es lo que hacemos en el sacramento de la Reconciliacion:
nombramos nuestros pecados, hacemos una promesa de hacer penitencia, reparamos nuestra relacion con Dios y con los demas, y
recibimos el perdon, restaurados en nuestra relacion con Cristo. Reflexiona sobre el ejemplo de Zaqueo: ;qué faltas y pecados
tienes que reclamar? ;Estas dispuesto a escuchar la llamada de Jestis? Baja pronto. Recibe la misericordia del Sefior y sabe que la
salvacion puede ser tuya.
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It is difficult for us to comprehend God’s mercy. We are constrained by own experience of and often-limited willingness to be
patient and forgiving. God loves all of creation and desires that we fulfill our call, glorifying our Lord in all we do. Yet we often
fall short of this great purpose. We get lost in the pursuit of worldly things and lose sight of what really matters. Then, when we
realize our failings, we falter, uncertain that we can really be forgiven. Today’s readings invite us to deepen our trust in God’s
great kindness with the assurance that, as Jesus did with Zacchaeus, God waits with open arms when we turn away from our
sinfulness. Let us grow in belief in Christ who came to seek and to save what was lost.

GO UP IN A TREE

Zacchaeus was a tax collector and a wealthy man,; it is likely he had amassed his wealth by charging more taxes than were due.
While materially wealthy, he was derided by his fellow Jews, known as a sinner, isolated from the company of his people. He
had become curious about Jesus. So much so that he climbed a tree to see Jesus as he passed by. And from that vantage point, he
saw his weaknesses and failings clearly. When Jesus called, he responded, a changed man. Are we ready to go up in a tree of
prayer and reflection, peer into our hearts and lives, and grow in readiness to change?

COME DOWN QUICKLY

“Come down quickly, for today I must stay at your house.” Jesus’ call to
Zacchaeus was likely as surprising to Zacchaeus as it was to those who watched
this encounter. The Gospel story is not only about Zacchaeus’ change of heart. It
is also about Jesus’ eagerness to bring Zacchaeus into the fold, to show him mercy
and forgiveness, to “seek and to save what was lost.” Jesus calls us out of our
sinfulness, too. He is ready to forgive and to stay with us, to be near to us as we
embrace new life as his disciples. Zacchaeus claimed his sinfulness and named
what he would do to repair his relationship with God and others. This is what we
do in the sacrament of Reconciliation—we name our sins, make a promise to do
penance, repair our relationship with God and others, and receive forgiveness,
restored in our relationship with Christ. Reflect on Zacchaeus’ example: what
failings and sinfulness to you need to claim? Are you ready to hear Jesus’ call to
you? Come down quickly. Receive the mercy of the Lord and know that salvation
can be yours.
